Owner’s Commissioning  Objective:

Safety, comfort, livability, reliability and ease of maintenance

All components, sub-systems were designed and installed as an integrated total system at the initial commissioning for reliable performance and ease of maintainability. All electronics are integrated and 

talk to one another. For example: Brooks and Gatehouse (B&G) instruments talk to the Furuno Radar; B&G GPS to Laptop Computer; ICOM Single Side Band Radio to Laptop Computer. Cockpit Instruments to Navigation Instruments, etc.

Additional Teak Cabinets that match the factory installed cabinets, professionally constructed and installed; two in the Master Stateroom and one in the Galley. Many other Owner installed features were installed to accomplish the objective and are listed below under “Owner Installed Options”.

· Sleeps 7 in Salon and (2) two staterooms, each with its private Head & Shower.

· Excellent Ventilation: 13 opening ports, 7 hatches, 4 dorades,  3 solar exhaust fans. All screened

                                   Master Stateroom Highlights

· Large, offset double berth to starboard, full length shelf with owner installed teak cabinet, large cedar lined hanging locker with owner installed teak cabinet above & shelf inside, bureau storage bins and a bank of 6 cedar lined drawers.

· Forward, the adjoining private head includes a bulkhead mounted shower with large teak seat, wrap around vanity, storage cabinets large mirror and His and Hers’ medicine cabinets.

Aft Stateroom Highlights

· Queen size double berth, dressing seat, large cedar lined hanging locker and storage bureau. The centrally located aft head has private access from the aft stateroom and from the companionway area and contains a full length mirror, wraparound vanity with generous storage. The shower is bulkhead mounted and has a removable teak seat.

Main Salon

· Main Salon spans the beam of the yacht imparting spacious feeling and providing lots of storage behind and below each settee. Note, all tankage is under the sole.

· Cabinets and bookracks outboard. Port cabinet contains Panasonic 13” Color TV and VCR. The starboard cabinet is equipped with special sliding doors and contains 6”X8” Furuno CRT Radar, mounted  on a pull-out “lazy susan” type shelf for rotation towards the companionway.

· A foldaway bulkhead mounted table retracts for unobstructed socializing area with a varnished teak and holly sole. When lowered, a built-in bottle and glass storage rack is available for entertaining.

Galley

· Large wraparound galley with a 3 burner propane stone and oven, two stainless steel sinks, Sea Gull IV water filter, exceptional locker, drawer, cabinet & counter space. PLUS an owner installed teak cabinet under  companionway steps.

· Microwave Oven 

· Refrigeration system is Glacier Bay holding plate system with dedicated digital controls, One for the freezer (approx. 4 cu. ft.) and the other for the refrigerator (approx. 8 cu. ft.). NOTE, always had ice cream on board.

· Refrigerator box is equipped with a sump pump and mast step for easy access to the deep refrigerator

· Refrigerator equipped with custom hinged Plexiglas “see through” shelves.

Navigation Station
